     Treasurer’s Report: Delane Ariza--- Delane went over & explained the report, including student credits. A question was raised as to what happens to left over credits at year end. All credits are carried over to the next year, unless student is a senior, in which case remaining balance will roll over into general band account. If there is a sibling coming into band, credits can be transferred to his/her account. There will be new vouchers to be filled out when you want to use credits…on those vouchers you will designate where the money will go to.     There will also be a Lock Box in Mr. Denicuolo’s office. This is for any money that is being turned in…envelopes will be provided. Just note on envelope  child’s name & what  money is for, and slip it into the box.  The audit was just done- it took six weeks to do an audit for a three year period.  Delane is still sorting through the old records, so we must all be patient and give her a little time to get things organized to her liking.  Since we did not have as much money left in the account as we thought, Deenie said he will try to go into his own school budget for some new instruments.
