      Away football games are back –as per the new Superintendant. Deenie was informed of this by Mr.

Ross after band camp. The MB schedules were made before this was known—since most of us make
plans around what’s on this calendar, Deenie  said if you have something legitimate planned during one of       

those nights, your child would be excused. However-please be sure to notify him in advance.

The question was raised as to whether he would use the whole band, or just the “Pep” band (no Pit or

color guard). He said he’d play it by ear—maybe later in season he will only use the pep band.

      Tomorrow is the first away game…the protocol is as follows: report time is 3:30 for a run-through;
students should be wearing show shirts (part of uniform), black uniform pants; black socks, & MB shoes;

red tops will be put on later. Away performances are pre-game; times depend on the Athletic Director at

each school-usually by 6:30-6:40. The only different time would be Homecoming. Pick-up times at

EHS vary-this Friday should be around 10pm.

      For Saturday-our field has absorbed a lot of water. Nobody has used the field for awhile, in the 

hopes that it would dry out. The band director at Bridgewater-Raritan has offered us the use of his turf

field just in case. It’s a generous offer- however, we would then have to pay their custodians, and to keep 

the building open-which would be free here. We will make every effort to hold the Extravaganza outside,

rather than have it indoors. It all depends on field conditions. We may not know until late tomorrow

night or early Saturday if performances will be moving, stand-still, or inside.  Deenie explained to

new parents what a stand-still involves.
